I 

want to save time and labour, not for a fraction of mankind, but for all. I 

want the concentration of wealth, not in the hands of the few, but in the 

hands of all.’’ 

1934 : ‘‘When as a nation we adopt the spinning-wheel, we not only solve 

the question of unemployment but we declare that we have no intention 

of exploiting any nation, and we also end the exploitation of the poor by 

the rich.’’
